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The nickname ‘Skuggan’ (The shadow) provides an explanation of what 
has made Larsåke Thuresson a unique photographer.
	 Rock culture is not just a matter of music but of what the artists 
actually look like. The importance of image has led to artists always 
preparing very carefully for photographic sessions and for meeting their 
audience. 
	 Larsåke ‘Skuggan’ Thuresson got so close to the artists that they 
hardly noticed that he was following in their footsteps. The photographs 
included in this exhibition show world stars in the pause between 
performing on stage and being ordinary people with an everyday 
existence. Cher tries out cosmetics in a department store. The Who clear 
customs. Bob Dylan clowns about on a street in Solna. Agnetha Fältskog 
and Björn Ulvaeus sit on their own sofa at home. 
	 Most other people who cover the world of music, both 
photographers and journalists, become part of the myth, the cult of 
genius. 
	 Larsåke ‘Skuggan’ Thuresson achieves the opposite. He actually 
lessens the distance between people in the audience and the lofty
artists. World artists suddenly seem like our mates whom one might dare 
to talk to. Larsåke toured with some 100 foreign artists and 200 Swed-
ish artists. The exhibition provides a timeline with a selection of some 65 
000 scanned images. 
	 The time is 1962 to 1973. The radio can be heard in the background 
and there are crumbs from crispbread spread with fish paste on the 
kitchen table.
